below is directly from MSAA Constitution and is the basis of how MSAA operates

  {defined by ** } 

 M S A A is an Association that is operated by the Sunday afternoon Sports type modeller which is the majority of model flyers.  Within its membership is a vast amount of very experienced modellers in all facets of the sport where information can be readily obtained.  

Also it has the personnel which have the experience and knowledge to assist a group of  Modellers wishing to form new Clubs. 

  M S A A is run by its Members for the benefit of its Members in a Non Profit manner and endevours to maintain the lowest possible fees to ease the financial burden on responsible recreational flyers.  

M S A A  pays no Honorariums to its Committee, therefore all its time and energy is directed 
to its  operation and has no time or energy to be involved with the politics or personalities of others. 

M S A A  Committee is derived from Club delegates eg: clubs elect two members as delegates to represent their club. 

  **  only CLUB DELEGATES are eligible for election to Executive.  **  if a delegate is elected to the executive the club will provide another delegate.  

   
**The executive members eligible to vote shall have one vote each**  

           **  All club delegates have two votes each **   

Listed below is the facilities M S A A has to offer its Affiliated Clubs and Members. 

Provide a Broadform Third Party Insurance Policy to cover its Clubs, Club Flying Fields and Members for 20 Million dollars anywhere in  Australia and its Territories. 


Allows MSAA  Members to fly at Fields and with Members of other Associations.  


Whilst also allowing Members from other Associations to fly with MSAA members at 


their Fields.

Please note some clubs due to coercion do not permit MSAA members to fly at their  fields.  

Provide a Membership Card and Number for proof of Insurance. 

Provide information on Federal,  State and Local Governments Regulations and Bylaws directly concerning the flying of Model  Aircraft. (MSAA is recognized by various Government Depts.) 

Provide information for the formation of new Clubs i.e.: Acceptable Constitutions to incorporate your Club.  (model constitutions are available)       

Provide information and suggestions for the smooth operation of  Clubs Flying sites.

 ( We are not about running Clubs and their Members, that is for the Club and its Members)        

M S A A  constitution does not allow for single membership, membership must come through an AFFILIATED club to M S A A.

M S A A Inc cannot affiliate any Club or Club Member that has a current THIRD PARTY INSURANCE POLICY in relation to Model Aircraft.

To AFFILIATE an ESTABLISHED Club with M S A A. 

 Check that your club meets this criteria: 

(1) Your Club is governed by a Constitution and a duly elected Committee and is incorporated.

(2) It will adhere to all Federal, State and Local Government Legislations and ByLaws. 

(3) It has a minimum of FIVE Members.

(4) Is not affiliated with another Model Flying  Association.

(5) Has not entered into an agreement with any other Insurance Policy in relation to Model                 Aircraft.

MSAA  Membership year runs 1stJuly to 30th June.

Listed below is the Membership fee structure for 2012-2013
These Fees provide Affiliation and Insurance.

 Club Affiliation Fee $10-00 per annum.

 Membership Fee               Senior Members $55-00.per annum.



               Pensioner & Junior $30-00.per annum

Any claims on insurance will incur an excess of  $1,000.00 on property damage and

$2,500.00 on property damage and bodily injury when caused by the use of a model aircraft.

A member to member cover is in place for non participants This means members are covered whilst they are in a non participating role, such as viewing other members flying,.

Does not cover damage to members own aircraft

 “Clubs Members” to MSAA’s  Insurance, is deemed to be effective as from the date of the official receipt for membership of the affiliated club.    ( new affiliating clubs and their members  insurance is deemed to be affective  as from receipt of the clubs affiliation fee and acceptance by MSAA )

We have been asked by our Clubs to take the opportunity to extend an INVITATION to you and your fellow modelers to fly with them whenever you are in the area.  Contact us and we will make the initial arrangements for you.
